SENIOR PHASE LEARNING PROGRAMME EXEMPLARS

SECTION A: INTRODUCTION

A Learning Programme is a planning tool based on the Revised National Curriculum Statement (RNCS) and maps out the delivery of the curriculum in the classroom. The Arts and Culture Learning Programme Exemplars provide examples of clustered assessment standards as well as offering suggestions for the integration of the arts disciplines and for the pacing of learning over the Senior Phase. The exemplars may be adjusted and/or adapted to your own teaching context. They will guide you toward the planning of your own learning programmes, which will be the most effective way of developing a deep understanding of the Arts and Culture curriculum.

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At the beginning of each Learning Pathway a brief one page summary provides an overview of the entire phase. These summaries also include five suggested forms of SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT (assessment OF learning), but do not provide details of ongoing FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT (assessment FOR learning). In each Learning Pathway Exemplar, the placement of crosses per term week indicates the sequence and pacing of the activities necessary to address the Arts and Culture Assessment Standards. Remember that these are exemplars; you may find that you need a shorter or longer time for each activity depending on your particular context and the needs of your learners.

EXPLANATION OF LEARNING PATHWAYS (GENERAL AND SPECIFIC):

The teaching of Arts and Culture takes place in a variety of contexts and each context has its own particular challenges. This document offers two different approaches to address such challenges. One approach is through a GENERAL LEARNING PATHWAY (GLP) in which generalist teachers teach the Learning Area in an integrated way. A second approach is by means of SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAYS (SLPs) in which specialist arts teachers teach the Learning Area via the focus of a particular art form (either Dance, Drama, Music or Visual Arts). The RNCS has been designed to accommodate these different learning pathways by offering ADDITIONAL ASSESSMENT STANDARDS in each of the art forms in Grades 8 and 9.

Please note that schools need to obtain permission from the EMDC (Chief Curriculum Advisor) to implement the Specific Learning Pathways. This is to ensure that the school and responsible teachers are adequately equipped to implement the Specific Learning Pathways and that these schools are effectively supported and monitored by the Department. 

The GLP and SLP learning programmes have been designed together; thus, whichever learning pathway is used, common LINKING CONTEXTS ensure that all learning outcomes and all required forms of assessment are addressed. In each Specific Learning Pathway, relevant Additional Assessment Standards are incorporated (Grades 8 and 9) and essential embedded skills are listed for each focus art form.

GENERAL LEARNING PATHWAY learners in Grades 8 and 9 who are NOT likely to select an Arts subject at FET level address the GENERIC and COMPOSITE Assessment Standards and may select from the ADDITIONAL Assessment Standards. Generalist Arts and Culture teachers may consult the various Specific Learning Pathways to find expanded lists of arts skills if required.

SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAY learners must develop an appreciation of ALL art forms, as well as specific skills in their own discipline (either dance, drama, music or visual arts). Specific Learning Pathway learners thus address the GENERIC and COMPOSITE assessment standards in ALL art forms, as well as the ADDITIONAL assessment standards in their selected SLP art form.

Most schools are likely to follow the GENERAL LEARNING PATHWAY. In Grade 7, the circumstances facilitating the use of SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAYS may be:

· Primary schools that serve as feeder schools to high schools offering Arts subjects at FET level and that have access to specialist arts teachers.

· Middle schools with access to specialist arts teachers.

· Primary schools that continue to Grade 8 or 9 and that have access to specialist arts teachers.

· Dedicated Schools for the Arts or Arts and Culture Focus Schools.

The Specific Learning Pathways should NOT be selected solely because a teacher is uncomfortable with the teaching of all four art forms. Learners may follow the GENERAL LEARNING PATHWAY in Grade 7 and then select a SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAY in Grades 8 and 9. Schools may offer both the GENERAL LEARNING PATHWAY and SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAYS in one or more art forms.

High schools that offer Arts subjects at FET level (Grades 10 to 12) should make use of the SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAYS in Grades 8 and 9 on the basis of their available specialist arts teachers. The Senior Phase has been formulated to offer arts specialisation at the levels of Grades 8 and 9 and thus includes ADDITIONAL assessment standards for this purpose. Experience has shown that the general and integrated teaching of Arts and Culture in the GET Band cannot adequately provide learners with the skills, knowledge, values and attitudes necessary to tackle discrete Arts subjects at the level required in Grade 10. This is largely due to systemic issues such as the limited time of two hours per week allocated to four disparate art forms in addition to generic cultural studies, and the problem of dealing with large classes of learners with varying levels of interest in arts subjects.
TIME ALLOCATION FOR ARTS AND CULTURE IN THE SENIOR PHASE:

Arts and Culture is entitled to 8% of the timetable per week.

In Grade 7 (26,5 hour week = 1590 minutes), this translates into:

SUGGESTIONS FOR TIMETABLING:

Schools with different contexts will have different timetabling needs. Ideas to consider are detailed below:

· The Learning Area may be taught in an integrated fashion (see the GENERAL LEARNING PATHWAY exemplar below), offering warming-up and skill-building in each lesson and ensuring that all four art forms are addressed each term.

· Alternatively, if a school has specialist arts teachers, it may choose to teach the art forms in modules, with teachers rotating to a different class each term.

· In schools that offer Arts subjects at FET level, particular classes may be allocated to particular specialist teachers so that learners may gain necessary additional skills (see SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAY exemplars below).

· Lessons should be not less than one hour long to allow time for warming-up and cooling-down, changing into suitable clothes for dance and drama, and allowing time to clean up after visual arts.

TIMETABLING FOR SPECIFIC LEARNING PATHWAYS IN GRADES 8 AND 9:

· On entry to a high school that offers Arts subjects in Grade 10, learners should be introduced to ALL art forms during the first term and then be divided into the learning pathways (or streams) of their choice or ability, e.g. dance, drama, music, visual arts, or general. The number of streams will be determined by the availability of specialist teachers on the staff. Arts and Culture periods should be timetabled simultaneously to allow learners from different classes to regroup for their particular Arts and Culture learning pathway.

· Each Specific Learning Pathway group remains the responsibility of its specialist teacher (dance, drama, music or visual arts teacher) in both Grades 8 and 9. This teacher will ensure that the specific skills and knowledge necessary as preparation for possible arts specialisation at FET level are developed.

ASSESSMENT:

Arts and Culture Learning Outcomes are interrelated and are thus generally applicable to most activities; however, for assessment purposes, teachers need to be clear about where the particular focus of each Learning Outcome lies. To this end, each Learning Pathway exemplar identifies FOCUS LEARNING OUTCOMES for each term. Assessment suggestions for each term have also been included to ensure the use of varied forms of assessment.

ADDRESSING BARRIERS TO LEARNING IN ARTS AND CULTURE:

In the Arts and Culture Learning Area, intervention takes place on a continual basis as pre-established skills and knowledge are frequently revisited and built upon. See the Arts and Culture Learning Programme Guidelines and White Paper 6 for suggestions on dealing with specific learning barriers. In addition,
· Create and maintain a teaching and peer group environment that is sensitive and supportive.

· Make an analysis of learners' strengths and weaknesses, identify problem areas and develop innovative and relevant adaptations and modifications of methods, materials and techniques in order to assist learners.

· If necessary, seek advice from LSEN specialists or from schools working with LSEN learners.

· Enlist parental support and establish a "buddy" system within the learners' peer group.

· Reflect regularly on learners' performance and progression and modify approaches where necessary.

· Seek help, e.g. ask EDULIS library for assistance in locating LSEN journals, or journals relating to inclusivity in education and inclusivity in A&C education.

EXPLANATION OF THE PROCESS OF DEVELOPING THESE LEARNING PROGRAMMES:

The first step in planning these Learning Pathways was to find the natural links between Assessment Standards in each grade. These natural links provided a context for clustering the Assessment Standards. Each term therefore has a LINKING CONTEXT which provides coherence, helps to bring various skills, concepts and art forms together, encourages clustering of the assessment standards to facilitate coverage of the whole curriculum and prevents overload. These linking contexts are consistent for use across both GLP and SLPs. They are not to be seen as themes

EXPLANATION OF THE FORMAT OF THE LEARNING PROGRAMMES:

Within each term, the teaching process includes regular warming-up and focus-building activities as part of each lesson, while skill-building occurs on an ongoing basis throughout the year. 

In the exemplars below, aspects of the Assessment Standards that are to be addressed each term are listed (the entire assessment standard has not been written out repeatedly). This document should be read in conjunction with the RNCS TABLES FOR PLANNING to access the wording of the complete Assessment Standards. 

Each Assessment Standard should not be dealt with separately; many of them fit together naturally and standards should be addressed holistically.

EXPLANATION OF THE ASSESSMENT STANDARD NUMBERING SYSTEM:

The numbering system comes from the WCED TABLES FOR PLANNING. These tables are available on the RNCS website and on CD.

· The FIRST number relates to the GRADE

· The SECOND number relates to the LEARNING OUTCOME

· The THIRD number relates to the STRAND heading (ART FORM or COMPOSITE)

· The FINAL number relates to the ASSESSMENT STANDARD ORDER

In summary, the numbers reflect: GRADE / OUTCOME / STRAND / ASSESSMENT STANDARD
