2013 Pre-Service Educator Bursary Programme

Western Cape Education Department (Provincial Government of the Western Cape)

What is a Bursary?

A bursary is a monetary contribution towards your tertiary studies.  Pre-Service Educator Bursary offered by the Western Cape Education Department is limited in number and has conditions attached to it. Applicants must familiarize themselves of these conditions before applying.

(i) Which Bursaries does the Western Cape Education Department offer?

The Western Cape Education Department offers the Pre-Service Educator Bursary Programme for full-time studies. The bursary programme is applicable to persons studying towards qualifications in education offered by public higher educational institutions located in the Western Cape. The programme is earmarked for: ● First, second, third year students studying towards a BSc (Education) in mathematics, science and technology or ● First, second, third or fourth year students studying towards a Bed: FET Specialization in mathematics, science and technology ● 1st, 2nd, 3rd or 4th year students studying towards a B.Ed.: Foundation Phase ● Students who are completing their BSc degrees in 2012 and who wish to study for a PGCE.
This bursary covers students who are currently and will be studying at CPUT, UWC, US and UCT.

(vii) What does the Bursary Cover and what is the value of this Bursary?

The bursary cover the following: ● registration fees, tuition fees, accommodation including meals and prescribed books. The value will vary per university and will be considered based on the criteria.
(viii) What are the Bursary conditions?

The awarding of bursary or financial assistance is subject to the signing of a bursary contract and the provisions of such a contract. After completion you should be willing to teach in the rural areas. Applicants must also teach for the same number of years linked to the number of years that they were in receipt of a bursary. The Department may at any time suspend the payment of bursary moneys if the Department is, in its sole discretion, of the opinion that a bursary-holder is not making satisfactory progress with the Course or Academic Studies. A bursary-holder is required to furnish the Department with official proof of his / her examination results immediately after the results of any annual examinations have been made known by the University.

Who can apply for a Bursary?

To apply for the bursary you must be: ● a South African citizen residing in the Western Cape ● you must demonstrate a keen interest in teaching profession in the Western Cape Education Department ● you must be in Grade 12 or must have passed Grade 12 and wish to pursue your academic studies in the above-mentioned academic fields ● you can also apply if you have already embarked on academic studies and will be completing your studies in the above-mentioned academic fields.
(v) How do I apply?

You must submit the following: ● Completed application form ● Certified copy of the applicant’s identity document ● Certified copy of the applicant’s matriculation results ● Certified copy of the surety’s identity document ● An up-to-date salary advice of the surety’s annual income ● Proof of admission at the Higher Education Institute and proof of registration by first week in March 2012. Please indicate subjects ● The latest academic results of the applicant from the tertiary institution (if applicable) ● Certified copy of the joint annual income of parents or guardians
